Using the Rectangular Area Cards
Label each rectangular area card with the multiplication problem on the grid side and the product on the blank side.  (You may also want to write one of the dimensions of the grid on the blank side.

	
	
	
	
	

	
	
	
	
	


Game 1: Spread out all of the cards – some should show the multiplication problem and some should show the product.


Choose a card by placing a finger on it.  If the multiplication problem is showing, you must give the product.  If the product is showing, you must give the factors.

Turn the card over to check the answer.  If the answer is correct, you earn the card.


The player with the most cards wins.

Game 2: 
Deal out all the cards so that each player has the same number of cards – discard any leftovers.


Each player needs to stack his/her cards with the total side down in front of them.


At the same time, each player places his/her top card in the center of the table – with the multiplication problem showing.

Together the players decide which array has a larger total.  The player with the larger array wins both cards.
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
